I am also writing to share with you 
some important and hopefully 
inspiring news. 
Back in the year 2000, Pope John 
Paul II, soon to be Blessed John 
Paul, received a revised and 
updated edition of the Roman 
Missal; the texts of the mass. This 
became the new “official” Latin 
text for the mass. Since then 
scholars from all over the world 
have been working to translate 
this new updated and revised text 
into English. This translation work 
has been completed and we will 
start to use the new texts on 
November 27, 2011.  
The changes to the texts affect 
not only what the Presider (priest) 
says during the liturgy but also 
most of the prayers we say or sing 
together, like the “Gloria” or the 
“Creed”. As well many of the 
responses given by the assembly 
(you) during the mass will change. 
It will take some adjusting. The
