Many who know Friar Phil would 
want to know that he has been 
diagnosed with signet ring 
carcinoma. This aggressive cancer 
was found in his gall bladder, 
prostate and lymph nodes. He is 
not a candidate for treatment. 
Friar Phil has chosen to enter 
palliative care at Francis House, a 
hospice run by the Sisters of  
St. Francis in Syracuse, NY.  
 
Friar Phil’s current assignment has 
been facilitating the revitalization 
of the Syracuse neighbourhood 
around the Franciscan Church of 
the Assumption. Phil was 
previously editor of the 
Companion Magazine in Toronto 
and instrumental in the founding 
of Tobias House (housing and 
support for people with physical 
disabilities) and The Friends of 
Saint Francis which operates St. 
Clare Inn (care and shelter for 
homeless women with mental 
health issues).
