Luckily it
wasn’t serious enough for you to
need a wheelchair or if you did,
you have obviously recovered; the
next time however, it might be
permanent. This scenario doesn’t
just apply to you, but your loved
ones as well.

Did | scare you? My point is that
the accessible washroom isn’t just
necessary for a very small
percentage of parishioners; all of
us could potentially need it at
some time.

| use a wheelchair and I’ve been
attending the 10:00 am Sunday
mass for about eight years. | came
to St. Bonaventure because the
accessibility is a little bit better
than the church | used to belong
to. I must add that | feel like |
belong St. Bonaventure. This

community is a special one where
everyone is welcome.

Although | manage to get in and
out of the Parish Centre washroom
as it is now, it takes me quite a
bit of manoeuvring before | can
even get my wheelchair to face
the exit to the washroom. And
then there’s the challenge of
opening the door. All this takes
me about ten to fifteen minutes.
How long does it take you?
Having a wheelchair accessible
washroom is not just for my
benefit. It will benefit all of us.
