Proactive Measures for Staying Healthy 
Archbishop Thomas Collins has issued a 
Pandemic Protocol that all parishes must 
follow. 
 Temporarily suspend communion from the 

chalice.  
 Temporarily suspend communion on the 

tongue.  
 Parishes must provide hand cleaning 

stations near church entrances. Refrain 
from shaking hands during the sign of 
peace; nod, bow or use another 
appropriate gesture 

 All those distributing communion must 
wash their hands before mass. An alcohol-
based sanitizer is to be available so that all 
ministers can sanitize their hands before 
and after distributing communion.  

 If you feel ill, it is best to stay at home.
